The Merchandise Vendor includes non-food and cottage foods. We offer a workshop tent for vendors to share their knowledge by doing an approved 30 to 45-minute demonstration, workshop, hike, or concert. You may charge a fee to cover the costs of your workshop, if the public walks away with something in their hands. The Food Vendor Fee is for those selling food that requires it to stay cold before purchase. We ask that ALL Vendors attend a 2 pm meeting at the main tent and that booths are in place and ready to sell by 3 pm on Friday, June 19, 2026, when the festival starts. Please, let us know if you would like to set up Thursday evening. Please, enter Soaring Eagle Retreat, at 375 Horner Chapel Rd., Peebles, Ohio 45660. This is within walking distance of the Great Serpent Mound Park. Tent camping is included, right behind your vending spot or within close proximity. RV or campers are permitted, but may have to be parked elsewhere on site, without utilities. Generators are allowed before and after park hours, only. Vendors are responsible for the oversight of their items. All tents MUST be weighted or tethered down. Vendors may have their immediate family with them during the festival. Vendors MAY NOT have more than ONE non-family, non-business partner. If camping, all will camp next to the vending site. Those that join you must also follow event rules, or it may tarnish your participation in the future.

· The appreciation of the outdoors & ways families can enjoy summer & nature - bird watching, camping, gardening (from herbs to wild flowers), native plant foraging, hiking, Kayaking/canoeing, Earth Friendly ways, and more…
· In addition, learn about local businesses and other organizations with similar goals.

Serpent Mound Park normally closes at 5pm, so we close at 7 pm. The Ohio History Connection, who owns the park, has been offering extended hours on the solstices, so hopefully on Sunday, the solstice (or Saturday) after 7 pm everyone can go to the park and enjoy the sunset. The park is only available to the public (that includes everyone participating in our event) during posted park hours.

· There is to be NO Indian Policing or Politics permitted – All Races, All Religions, All Our Relations 
· Dogs are permitted, but must be leashed at all times, next to owner, and must be cleaned up after.
